Her headquarters is Narsipatnam.. She is in charge of 28 mandals and known as divisional officer. She will look after all kinds of fisheries activities in her division as implementing authority. She will attend all kinds of duties as assisted by the supporting staff both field level and administrative level besides implementing all fisheries schemes. She will attend the additional items under housing program for selection of fishermen for allotment of houses under weaker section program. She will conduct surprises visits to her subordinate officer’s offices and Fishermen Coop. Societies both marine and inland. She also attends on the implementation of all Plan and Non-plan schemes. She will act, as Ex-Officio Dy.Registrar of Cooperative Societies to look the Cooperative matters. She will maintain fish seed farms, which exist at Narsipatnam, Thandava & Paderu.

They are technical officers to assist to the Asst.Director of Fisheries in all technical matters.They will attend to all programs for implementation of allotted schemes in their jurisdiction. Implementation of APMFR Act,disposal of tanks/reservoirs,fish seed supply,selection of fishermen for implemntation of housing scheme,implementation of licensing scheme in selected reservoirs,organization of new fishermen & women coop.societies,collection of govt. dues from the defaulters,implementation of tribal welfare schemes,implementation of supply of OBMs on subsidy schemes, and HSD oil subsidy ,implementation of conservation period, collection of statistics.
